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Travel Bag for the Doll:  A Translation

Here is an accessory for the returning season.  Summer vacations arrive soon, and you will pack up Bleuette’s little wardrobe.

The pattern is very simple.  It is composed of two pattern pieces:  a rectangle of linen and a circle of the same linen. (There are two circles.)

Take a linen of taupe or grey and carry forward the sketch as required.  You use chain stitch or stem stitch for the stems and the foliage.  The little berries are made with French knots. Hem the rectangle on the straight grain, along the edges where it says this word—“ourlet.” [Hem]

You sew the circles to the edges of the bag along the lines indicated on the sketch and which go from b to c.

The part which goes from b to b on the left of the sketch, and  c to c on the right, is rolled up;  the sewing of it makes a tube through which passes a sunshade or umbrella, and in place of those you could use two pencils to maintain the bag’s rigidity.

This done, you apply the snaps for the closure of the bag and sew on a little ribbon handle for carrying it [placement shown on sketch as p and p].

The details of the embroidery of outline or stem stitch you take straight from the sketch.

For the embroidery, we advise you to use cotton floss of red or pink for the berries, green for the stems and for the foliage.  You may also make it all the same color,

or choose a shade that harmonizes with the background.  For taupe, embroider in blue or pink; for grey, in red or yellow.
