1912 Evening Gown:  A Bleuette Déguisement

Tunic:  Cut 1 from dress fabric and one from lining; need fabrics 9” wide x 18 “ long.
Under-dress:  Cut 1 bodice on 2 folds, slit CB for opening; cut 1 skirt front on fold, and  two skirt backs with grain as indicated. Cut neckline and CB facings/bindings if desired.
If you prefer the original design, cut only the skirt, plus a  1” x 7.5” waistband for it.

Belt:  Use 7/8” fabric-covered medallion and belt of 3/8” x 8” finished size; 

Alternative: cut fabric strip 2.5” wide x 8.5” long, and use 7/8” decorative button.

Closures:  Use snaps, hooks or buttons with thread loops—as desired for underdress [ or skirt only] and belt.  Tunic is held in place by belt, or may have a closure, if desired.
Trimmings:  Embroidery floss, other trim such as beads, sequins, braid, or narrow cord.

Tunic:

Sew underarm and side seams of both lining and tunic. Press seams.

With right sides together, stitch lining to tunic around entire front edges and neckline leaving a small opening for turning. Leave sleeve ends open.  Turn and press. Stitch turn-opening closed invisibly.  Turn seam allowances of sleeves to the inside and invisibly stitch lining to tunic at sleeve ends.

Trim or embroider the tunic as you wish.
Under-dress:

Stitch underarm and side seams of bodice.  Press.  

Hem or face center back opening as desired.  Press.
Bind or narrow hem neckline.  

Narrow hem sleeve ends.  

Stitch skirt together at side seams. Press.
With right sides together, stitch skirt to bodice at waistline.  Side seams of skirt and bodice DO NOT ALIGN.  Draw up stitching to gather just a little—very slightly.  Press seam upward.

Stitch center back of skirt up to the hemmed opening.  Press.

Hem skirt with narrow rolled hem. Press.
Add your choice of closures and trim to dress.

Skirt Only:

Stitch skirt together at side seams. Press.  Hem center back opening of skirt.

Stitch center back of skirt up to the hemmed opening.  Press. 

Add waistband, easing the skirt slightly to fit. Finish with closure.
Hem skirt with narrow rolled hem. Press.

Belt:

To make medallion, cut 7/8” circle of light cardboard or plastic and cover with larger circle of fabric—glue or stitch.  Make narrow belt and stitch to back of medallion.

Trim or embroider.
To make alternative belt, cut as directed, and, right wides together, stitch along length using ¼” seam allowance.  Turn and press.  Invisibly stitch one end straight across, hiding raw edges inside, and stitch other end into a point, hiding raw edges.  Fit to doll over costume, and make snap closure.  Sew decorative button on right side of pointed end of belt.  
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
