Summerdress with embroidery


This little dress has three patterns: the front, the back and the schoulderpiece





Front: Trace and cut out the patterns and place the center on the fold of the fabric. Cut along the outline (not along the center fold)





Back: 2 patterns with seam





Shoulderpiece: Is also the upper part of the sleeves. The shoulderpiece has embroidery


Fold the fabric and place the center of  the pattern at the fold ( neckside)


Cut along the outline. Cut the line that ends by 'J', narrow hem the edges. Don't cut the dotted line that ends by A. That is the seamless frontside of the dress.





The embroidery: follow the design by stiching a tiny string on the shoulderpiece


stich: point de boulogne





Put the patterns together, stich the hem
