Three-Piece Bonnet and Rompers for Bambino

LSDS 2 June 1955

To equip your young Bambino, choose a light fabric and rick-rack trim.

Begin with the little pants; elastic draws up each leg.  Cut the entire romper as indicated on the pattern, the back of the neck rises higher than the front and the back is closed with a button and loop.

Cut the belt 21 cm long, fold the fabric in along each edge and sew rick-rack down the center.  Another button closes the belt, which you tack at two or three points along the seam.

The little bonnet is made of 3 pieces with ribbon sewn to each corner, and is trimmed with the same rick rack that you have used around the neckline of the romper.

And voila!  Bambino is elegant!
