Bleuette Porte Une Gentille Robe de Lainage---1936

[Bleuette Wears a Nice Dress of Wool]

A pretty dress, cut from plaid or checkered fabric on the bias, if it is possible.

The back, in grey on the pattern, is one single piece cut from folded fabric.  The front, with the white part added on, is also cut double, but is slit down the center front.  To

make up the dress, sew the shoulder and side seams.  Set in the sleeve,  cut double and two times.  A little hem, flat and even on the bottom.  The collar, cut from doubled fabric, is easy to make.  Close the dress down the front with snaps and sew to the outside a line of buttons of a vivid color.  Belt of buckskin or patent leather.  Don’t forget the little pocket of the same color as the belt and butttons.  Stitch it to the top of the dress.
