 Knitted Pleated Skirt with Drawstring or Elastic Waist
Materials:  2 oz. fingering yarn, size 1 needles

NOTE:  Skirt is knit from waist to hem, so it can be easily lengthened or shortened to suit.

Pattern makes a skirt approx 3.5” long.  Repeat Part C to add to length.  To make shorter,

knit fewer rows in  Parts A or B.  

Waist band with drawstring eyelet holes:

Cast on 42 stitches.  Knit across.

P2, *yo, p2tog, rep from *.

Knit across.

*P2, m1, rep from * to last 2 sts, p2.

Skirt:

Part A:  Repeat these two rows for 9 rows

1) *K2, p1, rep from * ending k2.

2) *P2, k1, rep from * ending p2.

Final and 10th  row of Part A:  

*P2, m1, k1, rep from* ending p2.

Part B:  Repeat these two rows for 7 rows

1) *K2, p2, rep from * ending k2.

2) *P2, k2, rep from * ending p2.

Final and 8th row of Part B:


*P2, m1, k2, rep from * ending p2.

Part C:  Repeat these two rows for 4 rows, casting off on final row in p & k pattern.

1) *K2, p3, rep from * ending k2.

2) *P2, k3, rep from * ending p2.

Leave a tail of yarn to sew up the back seam, thread elastic or ribbon or other drawstring through the eyelet holes of waistband.
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
