LSDS 1948 - #7

I have translated this very simple pattern for my friends at Bleudoor, but place no restrictions on it whatsoever.  You may make copies to share with all and sundry, and feel perfectly free to make them, sell them, and give them away...with my blessings.

Materials needed: a pair of knitting needles size US 1 or 0, small amounts of soft baby yarn, sock yarn or sportweight yarns, a yarn needle to sew the back of heel and center seam of sole, and to run the ribbon or cording through the eyelets.  And you will need said ribbon or cording.  If you really like frou-frou, you may like to embellish the ends of the cord with tiny tassles or pom-pons, or embroider silk ribbon rosettes on the toes, or add bunny ears and face on the toes.

Cast on 24 stitches, and work the first 6 rows in garter stitch.

Row 7: Begin stockinette stitch, knitting 10 sts, k2tog twice, k10.

Row 8: Purl.

Row 9: K9, k2tog twice, k9.

Row 10: Purl.

Row 11: k8, k2tog twice, K8.

Row 12: Purl.

Row 13:Eyelet Row: K1, *yo,K2tog;repeat from* across, ending K1.

Row 14: K 9, turn.

Work 5more rows garter stitch and bind off. Reattach yarn at center front and work 6 rows garter stitch.  Bind off, leaving enough yarn to sew down back heel seam and center sole.  Run cord or ribbon through eyelets.  Weave in any loose ends of yarn.  Make a second slipper to match.  Enjoy in joy.
